Cordless phones are wonderful devices allowing freedom to move around while talking on the phone.  While cordless phones are 

common in our modern life, there is one aspect you should be aware of - they will not work without electrical power. A cordless 

phone has two major parts: base and handset. 

 

¶ The BASE is attached to the phone line through a standard phone jack and an electrical outlet. The base receives the incoming 

cal (as an electrical signal) through the phone line, converts it to an FM radio signal and then broadcasts that signal to the hand-

set. Without an electrical connection, the base is unable to transmit that signal. 

¶ The HANDSET receives the radio signal from the base, where it is converted into the 

sound you hear. When you talk, the handset broadcasts your voice through a second 

FM radio signal back to the base as long as the base has an electrical connection. 

 

Since cordless phones will not function without electrical power, it is a good idea to keep at 

least one corded phone in your home or business in case of a power outage. A corded 

phone is a reliable option because its power source does not come from your utility com-

pany but rather from Federated Telephone, which has a backup system. Corded phones also 

offer top voice quality and are more secure than cordless phones.

6 Ritz Crackers, finely crushed 

1/4 C. Grated Parmesan Cheese 

3/4 C. Spaghetti Sauce, divided

1. Preheat oven to 400°. Mix meat, cracker crumbs, 

Parmesan cheese, and 1/4 cup of the spaghetti sauce 

in medium bowl.

balls.
