Fiber to the Premise (FTTP) 

Construction Continues 
 
 

Contractors for Federated Telephone have been working hard all summer on 

our fiber network buildout. These contractors are: 

 

Ripleys, Inc.  – Ripleys is the construction contractor providing the plow crew and in-

stalling the fiber optic cables. Either Shane Ascheman or Larry Ascheman, service tech-

nicians for Federated Telephone, have been working with Ripleys during the construc-

tion process. 

 

J. Carlson Services – J Carlson’s crew has been working to splice the fiber network 

together and has also been installing the fiber into the member’s home or office. A 

member of J Carlson’s crew will contact you to install any new services and convert 

your existing services to the fiber network. 

 

As of August 19, 2008, the construction status is as follows: 

 
Rural Holloway: Construction and conversions are nearly 100% complete. There are 

just a few members who are left to convert to the fiber network. 

 

Correll: By the end of August, construction in the Correll exchange should be 100% 

completed. J. Carlson’s crews have completed some of the fiber splicing and have been 

able to begin converting Correll members to the fiber network. The estimated comple-

tion date for the Correll exchange is October 1, 2008. 

 

Rural Chokio – Alberta: Once the Correll exchange is plowed, Ripley’s will move into 

the rural Chokio-Alberta area working from the south to the north. J. Carlson’s crews 

will then begin splicing the fiber cables together to prepare for the conversion to the 

fiber network. Once the splicing is completed, J. Carlson’s crew will begin conversions 

for rural Chokio-Alberta members. 

 

If you are contacted by J. Carlson Ser-

vices, please work with them to establish 

an appointment to convert your services 

to fiber. This will keep the process mov-

ing as smoothly as possible so all mem-

bers can be converted and enjoy the bene-

fits of fiber as quickly as possible. 

 

Hopefully, Mother Nature will bless us 

with a good fall to allow for the comple-

tion of the construction process for all 

cooperative members.

Back to School 
 

For twenty-three million students nationwide, the school day begins and 

ends with a trip on a school bus. The greatest risk is not riding the bus, but 

approaching or leaving the bus. It is essential that adults and children 

know bus safety rules and traffic safety rules. 

Yellow Flashing Lights indicate that the bus is preparing to stop to 

load or unload children. Motorists should slow down and prepare 

to stop their vehicle. 

 

Red Flashing Lights and extended stop arms indicate that the bus 

has stopped, and that children are getting on or off. Motorists 

MUST STOP their cars at least 20 feet from the bus, and wait until 

the red lights stop flashing, the extended stop 

sign is withdrawn, and the bus begins moving 

before they can start driving again. 

 

Be Alert! Children arriving late for the bus 

may dart into the street without looking for 

traffic. 

 

Slow Down! Use extreme caution and pay spe-

cial attention around bus stop areas or school 

crossings.
