Their goal is to stop people from sharing their clientsô 

protected information. When they find infringers, they 

contact the Internet service provider, which would be 

Federated Telephone if you subscribe to our internet 

service.  

 

In our discussions with customers, most acknowledge 

that they or their children downloaded a movie or tele-

vision show, but didnôt realize they were sharing that 

same item with other people worldwide. When you 

use peer-to-peer programs, make sure you fully read 

the terms of use agreement. Hereôs one example of 

what can happen: 

 

¶ You download a peer-to-peer program like  

BitTorrent. 

¶ You use BitTorrent to download the new Twilight 

Movie. 

¶ Twilight is then stored on your computer. 

¶ Under BitTorrentôs user agreement, your computer 

is now acting as a server for the movie. 

¶ Now other Internet users worldwide can download 

Twilight from your computer. When someone is 

downloading a movie from your computer, your 

Internet Speed will decrease. 

¶ You violated copyright law by downloading the 

movie and then redistributing it to others.  

¶ The movie studio that produced Twilight has the 

right to sue you. 

 

Each month, Federated Telephone receives a number 

of copyright violator notices from movie studios and 

television networks.  We anticipate the number of no-

tices will only grow as content providers get more ag-

gressive with finding violators. 

 

Violating copyright laws is a serious offense. Take the 

time to read the terms and conditions or user agree-

ments prior to downloading any materials from the 

internet. Free downloads may come with a heavy price 

- such as the loss of your Internet service, prosecution 

and associated fines (which can be substantial) as  

determined by the courts for  

violating copyright laws!

When you see this flashing on your computer screen, remember if it sounds too good to be true... it probably 

is. If you click on this banner, you will be asked to enter your e-mail address. You will receive an email with 

a link to a website where they will ask you to provide your credit card number and PIN to cover ñshipping 

and handlingò costs . The item will never arrive and a few months later, unknown charges will appear on 

your bank account. Also, just by providing them with your e-mail address you have given them permission to 

sell your e-mail address to companies that will send you lots of spam mail.

Receive Credit for Incorrect  

Directory Assistance Calls  

If you receive an incorrect number from Directory 

Assistance (DA), you are entitled credit for the DA 

charge. You must use the same dialing that you used 

to make the call to request credit. Example: If you 

dialed 411 for Directory Assistance, you need to dial 

411 again to request the credit. This will ensure that 

the proper provider issues the credit. You will need to 

inform the provider what listing was incorrect, so the 

correction can be made.
