Lightning - Before, During, and After  
 

Suggestions to save you unnecessary expenses!  

 

Before a Lightning Storm:  

¶ Unplug your cordless phones, answering machines, fax machines, modems,  

computers, and satellite dishes from their jacks and electrical outlets. We  

recommend this even if you use surge protectors because those devices cannot  

guarantee 100% protection.  

 

During a Storm:  

¶ Stay off the telephone unless you need to make an emergency call. Lightning does 

strike telephone lines and there is a chance you could be hurt if you are on the 

phone.  

 

After the Storm:  

¶ If you notice problems with your service, make sure that a damaged cordless phone, 

answering machine, fax machine, modem,  computer or satellite dish isnôt causing 

it. To test, just unplug all equipment from the jacks and electrical outlets. Wait a 

minute and plug in a standard (not cordless) phone. If the static is gone and phone 

is working, you can assume your other equipment is causing the problem and may 

be damaged. This test can save you unnecessary expenses for a service visit.  

¶ If you continue to have service problems and have tested your equipment, call us! 

Please donôt wait, assuming that there is a more universal problem that we know 

about. Call us at 324 -7111.
